Back to The Core: Time for Creativity and Scripture!

Last week we paused our sermon series called The Core in order to take time to
give thanks for Veterans, and we were blessed to hear Chaplain Steven R. Cuneio of
Moody Air Force Base bring us an inspiring message from Matthew 25. This week
we are jumping back in to talk about our fourth of five Core Values, CREATIVE
Innovatively Flexible. If there has ever been a year to have that as a core value, this
is the year! We have had to be flexible in just about everything we have done as a
church, and whether we wanted to be creative and innovative or not, we had to be
adaptive to new approaches to ministry.

Pre-COVID our online worship attendance would be less than 5% of our weekly
participation, and then for a few months it was the only option for 100% of our
weekly participation. Now, even though we are back to having in person worship
services, anywhere from 40-50% of our worship participation each week is online
with some weeks seeing a two-to-one ratio of online to in person. If we thought be-
ing innovative and forward thinking with technology was important before, we now
know it is not only important but actually essential. Online ministry and technolo-
gy only scratch the surface of the ways that we need be innovative, as we try to
reach more people for Christ. At the same time there are some aspects of our min-
istry that need a grounding in something that does not change, which is why our
first Core Value that we highlighted, CENTERED on God’s Word is particularly
important. Our methods for ministry may change, but the source of our teaching
does not.

In the spirit of celebrating that first Core Value, we are excited to be presenting Bi-
bles to our third and fourth graders this Sunday morning. As we celebrate this mo-
ment, we want to recognize the names of those who will be receiving a Bible this
week:
